The Pierre Auger Observatory in western Argentina is the
largest cosmic-ray experiment ever conducted. Its purpose
is to study the highest energy particles in the universe,
those arriving at earth with energy in excess of 1020 eV.
Such energy exceeds that which will ever be possible
